A very busy Saturday!

Volunteers from Cromwell Valley Park

Council, Gunpowder Valley Conser-

vancy, and Serve Fest - a faith-based initiative for
service to communities - combined to accomplish
several maintenance and upgrade projects to cele-
brate Earth Day, 2010 at Cromwell Valley Park. A
total of 70 native trees were planted to form a ripar-
ian buffer along the Minebank Run. Invasive species
were removed from the trails. The section of planted
trees behind Sanders’ Corner received maintenance
and replacement of dead trees. Minebank Run got a
clean up and the Children’s Garden was enhanced
by the volunteers’ efforts. The Nature, Mom and Me
group also participated in the Earth Day celebration.

All Serve Fest volunteers received a Certificate of
Appreciation and Adopt-a-Tree planters received a
Trail Guide to Cromwell Valley Park (courtesy of
Friends of Sherwood) and a Certificate of Adoption.
Planters signed the shelters of the trees they had
planted. The tree planting was made possible with a
grant from the Chesapeake Bay Trust and was or-
ganized by Peggy Perry, Director of Education and
Restoration with the Gunpowder Valley Conser-
vancy.
